G. Marius (157-86) the Metelli and a novus homo
Marius consul in 107:
> Numidian command approved by the comitia



> New method of conscription: proletarii
Cimbri and Teutones: Arausio 105. Marius consul 104, 103, 102, 101 and 100

Army reform:
> cohort 600 men; centuria (100); legion 6,000 = 60 centurions.



> standard weapons: gladius = short sword and pilum = spear



> muli Mariani


> aquila = eagle

Success: 102 Teutones at Aquae Sextiae; 101 Cimbri at Vercellae

> quaestio de maiestate



> subsidized grain




> land for Marius’ veterans from Numidian war

> colonies + subsidized grain


> quaestio de repetundis

> citizenship to allies

Drusus’ murder and rebellion

Social war 91-88
> anti-Rome confederation > 90 Lex Iulia and 89 Lex Plautia Papiria
IV. The Senate
Publius Sulpicius Rufus, tribune 88 
> socii in 35 tribes






> command against Mithridates to Marius, not Sulla

88 Sulla flees and marches on Rome: bloodbath. Marius flees.

87 L. Cornelius Cinna consul + Marius:
> bloodbath 

> socii in 35 tribes

Cinna consul 86, 85, 84, killed 84. Carbo

83 Sulla invades

proscribo = proscriptions + freedmen + veterans

81 Sulla dictator:> + 300 new senators

> senate reviews bills before comitia 

> tribunes muzzled: no independent bills; limited vetoe; no prosecutions

> cursus honorum and no career

> governors curbed: 1 year and no independent wars

> 7 criminal courts, quaestiones, to senators only


> no grain subsidies

V. Assignment: Plutarch’s life of Cicero. How does Cicero’s life and career reflect the constitutional and social changes that took place in Rome in his lifetime? Did Cicero understand the extent and nature of the problems which troubled Rome? How is his death described? Despite Cicero’s attachment to the ideal of the Republic, History was going to take a different course: was Cicero an outdated idealist, or a realist or a hypocrite?
