A. Form a group p of 3 people, select an artifact from the available list and study it thoroughly. How was it fabricated? Does it have any artistic value? What does it tell us about the daily life in ancient Rome? How typical is it of other Roman artifacts of the same type and why does it matter?

B. Present your artifact to a group of people coming to campus through the CCE: for options 1 and 2 the entity of the group and the dates are TBA; 3. Amherst community (April 21st 4.30-6pm). Presentations of 6-8 minutes will take place in the Mead teaching seminar room in the presence of the artifact.
C. Write a Museum entry for your artifact: good entries will be published (with your names and a picture of the object) on the Mead and on the Classics Department websites. The artifacts of group 3 will also be part of an exhibit to be held at the Mead Museum after your public presentation on April 21st. 

D. Record an i-pod guide tour of your object.
CCE Project Grade:

One third of your project grade will depend on how well you engage your audience during your presentation: you will need to have a solid grasp of your artifact, to be clear, to illustrate what is relevant as well as to arise and respond questions. One third of the grade will depend on the written entry for your artifact, and the last third will depend on your i-pod audio tour of the selected object.
