there have also been some questions about what i mean by 'parsing' and 'grammatical function' on the quizzes:

Examples of Parsing: 1) VERB: person, number, tense, mood, voice and principal parts.  For example: “amo” 1st, singular, present, indicative, active of the verb amo, amare, amavi, amatus.

2) NOUN/ADJECTIVE: Give the case it’s in and the dictionary entry (Nominative and Genitive singular for NOUNS, Nominative of all genders for ADJECTIVE, the gender, and a definition).  Example: foedera: [nom./]acc. pl. of foedus, foederis: n. ‘bond, compact, agreement, alliance, tie, sexual union’ (you need not give all possible definitions). foedarum: genitive plural feminine of foedus, a, um: ‘foul, filthy, unclean, ugly’.

GRAMMATICAL FUNCTION means describe the function of the word(s) in the clause they are in (e.g. subjunctive in result/purpose/fear after ‘ut’, fut. pf. in a future condition, subjunctive in a relative clause of characteristic).

these directions will be written on the quizzes from here on out to avoid confusion.
