IF YOU DISCOVER A FIRE —

C - Close door to contain fire
A — Alert people in the area
P — Pull Fire Alarm and Phone Campus Police (542)-2111
E — Evacuate or Extinguish
e Use a Fire Extinguisher only if you have been trained
and it is safe to so.

EVACUATION IS REQUIRED WHEN THE FIRE ALARM “SOUNDS”

1. Do Not Panic
2. Check the door, before opening with the back of your hand
o If Cool, open door slowly to check for smoke, if no smoke
proceed to nearest exit
o If Hot, or if smoke is present
e Do not open the door
a. Stay in room
b.  Pack towels or blankets, wet if possible, under door
c.  Call Campus Police at (542)-2111 to report your location
d.  Wave a brightly colored item at window to draw
attention of Fire or Police
3. If you can evacuate your room safely....
o Close the door to your room as you leave (do not lock it)
o  Proceed to the closest EXIT and evacuate the building
o) Meet outside at your pre-designated area,
e Verify that everyone in your group has made it to safety

4. Stay away from the building for reasons of personal safety and firefighter
accessibility.

5. Do not re-enter the building until the fire alarm
the Ambherst Fire Department or the Ambherst
permission.

If a fire is discovered, follow the Amherst College Emergency Procedures, regardless of whether or not you can control the incident
